	Jörg Mayer is a senior Economic Affairs Officer at the United Nations Conference for Trade and Development (UNCTAD), where he is part of the team that prepares UNCTAD’s annual Trade and Development Report. Before joining UNCTAD in 1991, he was with the German central bank. His work areas include development strategies, international trade, and the interrelationships between macroeconomic policies, trade, investment and growth. He has authored several publications in these fields. He holds a PhD in economics from the European University Institute in Florence (Italy).
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Richard Kozul-Wright is a senior UN economist heading the unit on Economic Integration and Cooperation Among Developing Countries in UNCTAD. He was previously in charge of the World Economic and Social Survey in UNDESA, New York.
