The section is responsible, inter alia, collection and dissemination of information on market access conditions, including tariff and non-tariff measures.  Since early 90’s, the information has been disseminated as a package known as Trade Analysis and Information System (TRAINS), initially in diskettes and CD-ROMs, but currently through the World Bank-UNCTAD software, the World Integrated Trade Solution (WITS).  
Mr. Kuwahara has been a staff member of the UNCTAD secretariat for over 27 years, always specializing in the development and dissemination of databases and information systems of trade and market access data.  He has in-depth knowledge of the technical issues related to negotiations and research in tariff and other market access conditions and has vast experience in conducting trainings and workshops in developing countries.
