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Dr. Daniel De La Torre Ugarte is a Professor of International Trade and Policy. His recent areas of research include the global implications of US agricultural policy, the trade and sustainability implications of biofuels, and the assessment of mechanisms to enhance agriculture's contribution to the mitigation of climate change. He has served as an expert witness before the US Congress and works closely with several instances of the executive branch of the US government. He has participated in trade-related events organized by several international organizations like the UN General Assembly, FAO, UNCTAD, OECD, IEA, European Parliament, and World Bank.
